� All visitors to Syria should hold a passport valid for at least six months
beyond the proposed date of entry into the country, (just an ID for Leba-
nese citizens), and issued from a country recognized by Syria, stamped
with an entry visa from the Syrian embassy or consulate in the visitor’s
country, valid for 6 months. (Syrian expatriates and foreigners who have
no Syrian diplomatic mission in their countries can obtain entry visas at
the border check points or Syrian ports). Entry visas usually include the
spouse and the children under 18 years. (Arabs are not required to obtain
entry or exit visas nor sojourn permission)
� Foreigners who want to stay more than 15 days need to extend their so-
journ from the nearest immigration authority. Sojourn is automatically granted
to visitors who were born in Syria and to the Syrians’ foreign spouses.
� Tourists who enter Syria through a licensed travel office are granted
visas free of charge. University students who study in Syria, clergymen,
technicians working in Syria, press reporters and correspondents, mem-
bers of diplomatic missions, their families and parents, Palestinian refu-
gees and their children under 18 and other visitors who have special con-
ditions are exempted from entry fees.
